�‡Failure to respond to their name;

�‡A lack of solo babbling and lack of babbling in response to the 

speech of others;

�‡Difficulty tracking an object moving across the field of vision; 

difficulty making eye contact;

�‡Failure to smile in response to the smiles of others;

�‡Difficulty changing focus from one object to another (for example, 

between two shaking rattles);

�‡And a failure to point at objects in the distance (for example, if there 

is an airplane in the distance, the child will not point to it to share 

his/her interest with others).

·Lack of appropriate gaze

·Lack of warm, joyful expressions with gaze

·Lack of alternating to-and-fro pattern of vocalization between 
parent and infant at 6 months.
